¢ Winners will be selected in each of the following age groups: Ages 10 and under, Ages 11-14, and
Ages 15-18.

¢ Contest registration form must be received or postmarked by March 1, 2010. Submit form by toll-free fax (866-728-
4990) or by mail (SENG, P.O. Box 488, Poughquag, NY 12570). Parental signature and participant signature are required.
For group entries, SENG must receive a completed and signed registration form from each parent/participant in the
group.

¢ Film entries must be no longer than two minutes and should be posted on YouTube. (Do not include your name or
personal information within your entry.) Submit your entry to SENG by emailing the link to your YouTube video at
contest@sengifted.org no later than midnight on March 1, 2010.

¢ Winners and all finalists will have their videos posted on the SENGifted.org website. By entering the Contest, you agree
that your name can be posted on the SENG website and in SENG materials in conjunction with your video.

¢ By submitting a video for consideration in the Contest you grant SENG a royalty-free and irrevocable right to reproduce,
publish, display, broadcast, stream or otherwise use your video in whole or in part, in any media including the Internet.

¢ There are no fees associated with this contest.
